Following the trial of electronic number plates conducted in 2006, DVLA has now commenced a further study into the pros and cons of using Electronic Vehicle Identification (EVI) for motorcycles as a supplement to ANPR (Automatic Number Plate Recognition).  ANPR is used to identify vehicles for road safety, crime reduction.  The study will focus on establishing whether ANPR identifies motorcycles as effectively as other vehicles and whether EVI could redress any imbalance. The technical, economic and privacy implications are also being be examined.
